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Fifty-five percent of the freshmen awarded the Technical Excellence Scholarship (TES) in 2015
accepted the scholarship and used it to attend a Wisconsin Technical College. The percentage of
freshman who used their scholarship is The Technical Excellence Scholarship was available for the
first time during the 2015-2016 academic year with 348 Wisconsin high schools participating.

In 2015-2016, 504 freshmen enrolled in a Wisconsin Technical college. Total TES funds going to
these students was $513,119 with an average per freshman award of $1062.
